AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIT OF THE CIW OF

LYNNWOOD, WASHINGTON; AMENDING THE CIW'S CRIMINAL
CODE REIATING TO DRUGS AND DRUG PAMPHERNALIA;
AMENDING LMC 1O.O2.O1O AND CHAPTER 10.44 OF THE

TYNNWOOD MUNICIPAI CODE; AND PROVIDING FOR AN
EFFECTIVE DATE, SEVERABITITY AND SUMMARY PUBTICATION.

WHEREAS, in Chapter tO.44 ol the Lynnwood Municipal Code, the City Council has
established regulations relating to the possession and sale of drugs and drug paraphernalia;
and

WHEREAS, in LMC 10.02.010, the City has adopted by reference certain state statutes
that, among other things, regulate the possession and use of controlled substances and drug
pa raphernalia; and

WHEREAS, in November 2012, lnitiative 502 (l-502) was passed by the voters of the
State of Washington; and

WHEREAS, l-502 legalized the possession and private recreational use of limited
q uantities of marijuana; and

WHEREAS, in the 2013 legislative session, the State legislature passed EHB 2056,
amending relevant statutory definitions to better enable the implementation of l-502; and

WHEREAS, in order to enforce the new laws of the State, the City must enact local
regulations that are consistent with the current State law, and therefore needs to amend
Section 10.02.010 and Chapter 10.44 ofthe Lynnwood Municipal Code; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that it is in the best interests of the public
health, safety and general welfare to approve the amendments to the City code as stated
below in this Ordinance;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CIW OF LYNNWOOD, WASHINGTON, DO
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:



Section 1: Section 10.02.010 ofthe Lynnwood Municipal Code is amended as follows:

10.44.070 Misdemeanor violations - Minimum imprisonment.
A person who is convicted of a misdemeanor violation of any provision of this chapter shall be
punished by imprisonment for not less than 24 consecutive hours, and by a fine of not less
than 5250.00. On a second or subsequent conviction of a misdemeanor violation of any
provision of this chapter, the fine shall be not less than S5OO.OO. These fines shall be in
addition to any other fine or penalty imposed. Unless the court finds that the imposition of the
minimum imprisonment will pose a substantial risk to the defendant's physical or mental well-
being or that local jail facilities are in an overcrowded condition, the mjnimum term of
imprisonment shall not be suspended or deferred. lf the court finds such risk or overcrowding
exists, it shall sentence the defendant to a minimum of 40 hours of community service. tf a
minimum term of imprisonment is suspended or deferred, the court shall state in writing the
reason for granting the suspension or deferral and the facts upon which the suspension or
deferral is based. Unless the court finds the person to be indigent, the minimum fine shall not
be suspended or deferred.

A.The following are subject to seizure and forfeiture: all druB paraphernalia other than

B. Upon showin8 of probable cause that any property is subject to seizure or forfeiture, any
coun of competent jurisdiction may issue a warrant for the seizure thereof. Any peace officer
acting in accordance with a lawful warrant may seize such property, provided proceedings for
forfeiture shall be commenced within a reasonable time and in no case more than five days
after the initial seizure.
C. Property seized in accord with this section or subject to forfeiture shall be forfeited by civil
proceedin8s commenced in the same manner as other civil actions of a like nature. Drug
paraphernalia abandoned or lost or for whom the owner cannot be determined shall be
destroyed by the city.
D. The property forfeited shall be the sole property of the city of Lynnwood.

be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity or
unconstitutionality thereof shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of any other section,
subsection, sentence, clause, paragraph, phrase or word ofthis chapter.

Section 3: Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become effective five days following passa8e
and publication ofthis Ordinance.

Section 4: Severabilitv. lf any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or word ofthis
Ordinance should be held to be invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction,

0
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such invalidity or unconstitutiona lity thereof shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of
any other section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or word of this Ordinance.

Section 5: Summarv Publication. Publication of this Ordinance shall be by summary
publication consisting of the ordinance title.
