Vendor Questions and Answers 

The following question was submitted timely by one of the vendors; however, the answer was inadvertently omitted from Addendum 1 and Addendum 2.  The question is as follows:

Q:  General section 3.01 D & E states the following: "D. The Manufacturer’s Representative shall arrange for receipt of unit, to include placement on site at a designated location. Arrange and pay for any lifting or other equipment that may be required. E. Secure the equipment on site, providing fencing around the

unit."  It was our understanding that the city would hire a mechanical contractor to do the install of the

equipment and ductwork. Normally, the scope of work outlined in 3.01 D & E is covered by the

mechanical contractor on site and not by the vendor. Can you please clarify? 
A:  Replace paragraphs 3.01-D and E with the following:

D.
The Manufacturer's Representative shall arrange for receipt of the unit with the installing contractor.  That contractor will provide placement on site at a designated location, and will arrange and pay for any lifting or other equipment that may be required.

E.
The installing contractor will secure the equipment on site and provide fencing around the unit.  It is imperative that the initial contractor/supplier inspection occur, as any damage after receipt may be assessed against the Manufacturer’s representative.
