
Message from 
Mayor Nicola Smith

Lynnwood is growing. In the 
last year we’ve added 1,100 
new housing units and there 
are more on the way. There are 
several major road projects and 
infrastructure upgrades underway. 
You’ve seen a lot of new private 
development bringing new 
businesses and industries to our 
City. But why are we growing?

The Washington State Growth Management Act (GMA) is 
a law that requires state and local governments to manage 
Washington’s growth by identifying urban growth areas 
to protect critical areas and natural resource lands. The 
Puget Sound Regional Council (PSRC) has designated 
Lynnwood as one of the 28 Regional Growth Centers in 
the Puget Sound area. Growth Centers are expected 
to be areas of high-density and high-intensity land 
development served by robust transit service. 

As a Growth Center, Lynnwood is obligated to plan for 
and accommodate the population and employment 
targets set forth by PSRC. By the year 2035, Lynnwood’s 
population target is expected to be over 54,404—that’s an 
increase of over 18,000 residents! 

The City has been laying the foundation to prepare for 
this growth for many years. Through our Comprehensive 
Plan, City Center Plan, Community Vision, Budgeting for 
Outcomes and now our Strategic Plan 2018-2022, we’re 
ensuring that we are managing the change and not letting 
the change manage us. 

This growth is inevitable. What we do to prepare is up 
to us. The City Council, City staff, and I are dedicated 
to setting up our City for great success. We are working 
collaboratively with our regional partners and community 
members, making long-term and sustainable policy 
decisions, and keeping our promise as a safe, welcoming, 
inclusive and livable city. In my opinion, the future of 
Lynnwood looks bright!

During a Regular 
Business Meeting, City Council Members make 
a formal vote on items that were discussed 
at previous Work Sessions, adopt previous 
meeting minutes, and present proclamations and 
resolutions. Public Hearings may be held during 

Regular Business Meetings which allows the 
public to attend and make a comment regarding 
the specific topic of the hearing. There is also a 
Citizen Comments section that allows anyone 
from the public to attend and make a comment 
on any topic. This is a great opportunity to 
communicate to your elected officials your 
thoughts, opinions and priorities.

Council Members also serve as liaisons to 
internal boards and commissions and on county-
wide boards.

Online DBS Portal Now Available

and development services. The new Customer Self Service (CSS) 
portal, referred to as the DBS Online Portal, went live on March 9.   

This on-line service enables those in need of construction permit 
inspections to schedule their requests on-line. The portal schedules 
the appointment directly into Lynnwood’s permitting software, which 
eliminates time for manual data entry and enables the customer 
to monitor their request in real time! With the new online system, 
customers can conveniently request a next day inspection.  

Lynnwood is working closely with our customers to improve our 
processes and customer service.  Efforts are underway for online 
permitting and plan review.

In 2017, the Snohomish Conservation District (SCD) partnered with 
the City of Lynnwood to make the neighborhood around Lynndale 
Elementary, the Greenest Neighborhood in Lynnwood. To do this, City 
staff worked with SCD’s Military Veteran Crew to build almost twenty 
green stormwater projects on homeowners’ properties. They built 
rain gardens (to filter runoff that normally goes untreated into urban 
waterways), installed rain barrels (to “harvest” water for later use during 
the dry summer months), and even installed a Lawns to Lettuce project 
(to replace lawns with edibles). These projects will divert over 250,000 
gallons of stormwater runoff every year from the nearby Perrinville Creek.  

This summer, keep an eye out for the Veteran Crew as they continue 
their work in the Lynndale neighborhood. By working together, the City of 
Lynnwood, the SCD, and these neighbors are helping to conserve water 
while giving their neighborhood a whole new look.

Online DBS Portal Now Available
Lynnwood has officially launched the first online service for business 
and development services. The new Customer Self Service (CSS) 
portal, referred to as the DBS Online Portal, went live on March 9.   

This on-line service enables those in need of construction permit 
inspections to schedule their requests on-line. The portal schedules 
the appointment directly into Lynnwood’s permitting software, which 
eliminates time for manual data entry and enables the customer 
to monitor their request in real time! With the new online system, 
customers can conveniently request a next day inspection.  

Lynnwood is working closely with our customers to improve our 
processes and customer service.  Efforts are underway for online 
permitting and plan review.

In 2017, the Snohomish Conservation District (SCD) partnered with 
the City of Lynnwood to make the neighborhood around Lynndale 
Elementary, the Greenest Neighborhood in Lynnwood. To do this, City 
staff worked with SCD’s Military Veteran Crew to build almost twenty 
green stormwater projects on homeowners’ properties. They built 
rain gardens (to filter runoff that normally goes untreated into urban 
waterways), installed rain barrels (to “harvest” water for later use during 
the dry summer months), and even installed a Lawns to Lettuce project 
(to replace lawns with edibles). These projects will divert over 250,000 
gallons of stormwater runoff every year from the nearby Perrinville Creek.  

This summer, keep an eye out for the Veteran Crew as they continue 
their work in the Lynndale neighborhood. By working together, the City of 
Lynnwood, the SCD, and these neighbors are helping to conserve water 
while giving their neighborhood a whole new look.

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Message from 
Mayor Nicola Smith

Lynnwood is growing. In the 
last year we’ve added 1,100 
new housing units and there 
are more on the way. There are 
several major road projects and 
infrastructure upgrades underway. 
You’ve seen a lot of new private 
development bringing new 
businesses and industries to our 
City. But why are we growing?

The Washington State Growth Management Act (GMA) is 
a law that requires state and local governments to manage 
Washington’s growth by identifying urban growth areas 
to protect critical areas and natural resource lands. The 
Puget Sound Regional Council (PSRC) has designated 
Lynnwood as one of the 28 Regional Growth Centers in 
the Puget Sound area. Growth Centers are expected 
to be areas of high-density and high-intensity land 
development served by robust transit service. 

As a Growth Center, Lynnwood is obligated to plan for 
and accommodate the population and employment 
targets set forth by PSRC. By the year 2035, Lynnwood’s 
population target is expected to be over 54,404—that’s an 
increase of over 18,000 residents! 

The City has been laying the foundation to prepare for 
this growth for many years. Through our Comprehensive 
Plan, City Center Plan, Community Vision, Budgeting for 
Outcomes and now our Strategic Plan 2018-2022, we’re 
ensuring that we are managing the change and not letting 
the change manage us. 

This growth is inevitable. What we do to prepare is up 
to us. The City Council, City staff, and I are dedicated 
to setting up our City for great success. We are working 
collaboratively with our regional partners and community 
members, making long-term and sustainable policy 
decisions, and keeping our promise as a safe, welcoming, 
inclusive and livable city. In my opinion, the future of 
Lynnwood looks bright!
